2. Public Comment
Mary Inden – 14745 Watertown Plank Road spoke as President of the Elm Grove Business Association.  Handed out a letter from the Elm Grove Business Association which states support for the concept of development of apartments on the Reinders Watertown Plank Road property.  

James Nortman – 1700 Notre Dame Blvd Opined quality of homes being built in Elm Grove are not of quality that he expects; the Board of Trustees should set higher standards.  Requested that executive summary of the Park and Open Space Plan be in the upcoming Elm Leaves.  Noted support for concept of redevelopment on Reinders property but stated that the project should not be as tall or dense as first proposed; the property is currently ugly and dated; the Village should encourage the development of the two other buildings at the same time and plan and build a real intersection at Watertown Plank Road and Elm Grove Road.

No progress has been made with AT&T in regard to their conduit which is strapped to the underside of the bridge.  Trustees Nelson and Kressin moved and seconded to authorize Attorney de la mora to give formal notice to AT&T legal counsel that the Village is proceeding with the project and they are responsible for moving their lines and any related additional costs. Motion carried.
